ÅWe modeled potential wildfire behavior 
under 60th, 90th, and 97th percentile fire 
weather conditionsτconditions that 
occurred in the GFPD about 40%, 10%, and 
3% of days between June 15th and October 
15th (the period often associated with large 
fires in Colorado) from 2009 to 2019. 
ÅWeather parameters came from data 

collected at the Lookout Mountain Remote 
Automatic Weather Station (RAWS) and fuel 
moisture conditions from FireFamilyPlus.

Plan Unit - Risks
ÅMulti-family homes are on flat terrain, closely situated and built with 

flammable materials, including decks and fences

ÅDefensive space work around some homes is evident but much of the 
landscaping is flammable

ÅFirefighter access is limited due to narrow parking areas without 
turnarounds

ÅAbout 50% of the homes are at risk of passive or crown fire activity*

ÅAbout 15% of the homes are at risk of extreme exposure to radiant heat 
and spotting*

ÅVery few roads, private drives, and driveways have potentially non-
survivable conditions*

* Under 90th percentile weather conditions
